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Journal of Proceedings for the Smith County Commissioners
July 22, 2019

The County Commissioners met in a regular session on July 22, 2019 in the County Commissioners’ Room. Present were Commissioners Art Befort, Tom James and Roger Allen.   Also present were Joell Wagenblast, Deputy Clerk; and Ted Mogan, Road Department.

Befort opened the meeting with prayer.

Commissioners reviewed the mail.  

Commissioners approved the agenda for the July 22, 2019 meeting.

Commissioners revised, approved, and signed the July 15, 2019, July 17, 2019 budget meeting and July 18, 2019 budget meeting minutes

Commissioners approved Payroll #15 for $114,455.23.

Mogan discussed the following:
1. Allen discussed O and 150 Road.  There is a hole on the edge of the bridge that is starting to go into the roadway.
2. Allen discussed CC Lane between 100 & 110 Roads.  He has received reports of holes in the road at that location that the water just sets in.  He has also received comments about the width of the road at that location.  It seems to be getting narrower and needs to be widened.  
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Allen discussed the crushed concrete at the construction entrance to SunPorch.  Befort indicated that Fritz was planning on removing it and using it at the FAS bridge #14 replacement location.
4. Allen reported he met with Greg Koelsch and Kelly Burgess at the old SCMH location.  Commissioner will donate some of the exam table to the athletic department at USD 237.
5. Allen discussed the extra filters for the 12H motor grader.  Commissioner decided if Smith Center City purchases the motor grader the filter will go with it.
6. Befort reported the flyers for FAS Bridge #14 replacement project are done and has been delivered to the Bellaire and Lebanon elevators.  Befort gave some to Mogan for the road department.
7. Befort reported that the extra road material has been laid at BB Lane between Locus Street and 140 Road in Lebanon.
8. James discussed 110 Road ¼ mile west of E Road.  The tube is plugged and the water channel has moved.  There are barricades up at this location.
9. James discussed crown work needed on 60 Road between H & L Roads.  
10. Commissioners discussed the use of crushed concrete and mixing it with other material.  James expressed he felt like the blue shale and crushed concrete is a good mixture.  
11. Befort reported he received a compliment on the patching on 140 Road between Highway 281 and Y road.  
12. Mogan reported that they have started patching the bad spots on 250 Road before they start laying rock.
13. Befort reported that all the parts are in for the excavator.
14. Mogan reported J Road between 70 and 80 Roads has been worked.
15. Mogan reported that they will not be taking bids on the totaled 1996 Ford truck as previously stated.  They will be using it for parts.
16. Mogan reported that over the weekend someone stole two batteries off one of the road department tractors.  It has been reported to the Sheriff’s office.

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Befort reported he received a call from Bruce Jones, Health Facilities Group, concerning the old SCMH building.  Commissioners decided their focus will be on keeping the clinic and wellness center locations.  They also would like to see about getting rid of the pool in the wellness center and possibly keeping a couple of the hospital room next to the wellness center.

Befort discussed the Smith County Fair, and all the hard work the fair board members put in to make the fair a success.  The commissioner asked Sharon Wolters to prepare a letter expressing their appreciation for all their work.

Befort shared a letter he received from Wendell Gardner, concerning the Wellness Center

Allen discussed the road washing out around the tube on Y road between 30 & 40 Roads. 

Befort made a motion and James second it to go into executive sessions from 9:20 A.M. to 9:30 A.M to discussed non-elected personnel.  Motion carried unanimously.  Regular session reconvened at 9:30 A.M.  Commissioners approve raising Sheena Dallmann to $13.39 while working at the Wellness Center with a 6-month review that will take place on February 3, 2020.  Commissioners also approved giving Laura Hageman a $3000.00 bonus, with a 6-month review on February 3, 2020, for all her work at the Wellness Center.

Dave Tucker joined the meeting.

Tucker discussed the following:
1. Tucker reminded the commissioners that he will be gone next week.
2. Tucker discussed a letter he received from Ellis County Hazardous Household Waste asking if there was any issue with allowing Osborne County to join.  James signed the letter.
3. Tucker reported they are starting to expand the C&D pit.
4. Tucker reported that he refused to take a load of ag bags due to the fact they didn’t meet the recycling requirements set up by Delta Plastics Recycling.
5. James reported Tyson Kline is done removing the cedar trees in the pasture west of the landfill.
6. James discussed how Phillips County Landfill is ran.
Tucker left the meeting.

Commissioner approved two journal entries.

James sign a Proclamation of Local Disaster to cover damages received during the spring.

Commissioners approved four longevity raises.

Commissioners discussed the plans for shutting down the old SunPorch location once they have moved to their new location.

Befort left the meeting.
